The 2021 AIDA NSW Grade & St Patricks Premiership Feis, held at Camden Civic Centre will be held in accordance
with Government regulations ensuring safety for our staff and course attendees.

A 75% capacity Limit will be in place to ensure our venue remains within the government-imposed regulation.
Only participants and one accompanying adult will be allowed entry into the Hall.

Please follow all directions and signage at the venue.

Participants will be required to leave the premises immediately once the Presentation is completed.

The auditorium will be cleaned between sessions.

Appointed Covid Marshalls will be present during the event and if at any time you are found to not be obeying the
Covid Guidelines in place you will be ejected from the venue.
